Minimum undergraduate GPA of 3.0 in content AND one of the following:

1. Minimum undergraduate GPA of 2.75
2. GRE minimum score of 286 (146 verbal and 140 quantitative)
3. MAT minimum score of 388

Apply by May 1 and start in June! Start early! You can enroll in classes your senior year.
