Statement by the South Carolina Conference of the American Association of University Professors 


The South Carolina Conference of the American Association of University Professors expresses its 
collective concern over the Governor’s recent Executive Order (Section 5 Paragraph D) requiring state 
employees to return in person to the workplace.  


The Governor’s order contradicts current guidelines from both the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention (CDC) and the South Carolina Occupational Safety and Health Administration guidance for 
Workplace Re-Entry (5/14/2020), and it runs counter to the General Duty Clause of the South Carolina 
Code of Regulations §71-112A, which mandates that “employers shall maintain a place of employment 
which is free of recognized hazards which may cause death or serious physical harm to his employees.”  


Although levels of community transmission have decreased since the beginning of the year, the danger 
remains high in many areas across the state, according to the CDC Covid Tracker. Moreover, thanks to 
extraordinary faculty and staff efforts to support teaching and other university functions, campuses across 
South Carolina have developed their own successful operation plans that respect the health and safety of 
students, faculty and staff. We look forward to a time in the near future when South Carolina colleges and 
universities can return to normal, face-to-face activities, but a premature, one-size-fits all policy 
jeopardizes that prospect. 


The health and safety of students, faculty, and staff should be the primary consideration in decision 
making about when to reopen a campus as well as decisions about all aspects of campus operation during 
the pandemic. Decisions on how to reopen campuses safely should be informed by guidance and data 
from the World Health Organization, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and state departments 
of health.      


We ask the Governor to give the state’s colleges and universities autonomy in implementing return to 
work plans.

reports should be sent to the Provost’s Office by the respective dean.

academic college or division, their relation to the mission of the University, and 
his/herthe deans’ own professional goals in teaching, research and public service within 
the respective discipline, academic administration and/or public outreach services.

II. CCU’s Expectations for Graduate Coursework 


 
Graduate coursework is designed as in-depth, focused study in a discipline and/or as 
professional development. Graduate courses require higher order thinking skills than 
their undergraduate counterparts. This is reflected in both the course requirements and 
student learning outcomes for a course. 


 
III. Graduate Student Learning Outcomes 


 
A. Graduate students are expected to: 


 
1. Apply the methods and processes within the discipline to enhance and/or add new 


knowledge. 
2. Analyze, organize, and evaluate information in the discipline. 
3. Interpret and critique current literature in the discipline. 
4. Communicate, both orally and in writing, as a professional in the discipline. 
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VI.IV. 400/500-Level (Graduate/Undergraduate) Courses 
 
 


A. Description of 400/500-Level (Graduate/Undergraduate) Courses 
A course may be taught at both the undergraduate and graduate level if it is offered to 
students, concurrently or separately, at both the 400 and 500 level.  Though the course 
title and subject matter are the same, and both undergraduate and graduate students may 
be in the classroom together, the courses are listed separately and the graduate 500-level 
course must include additional requirements and rigor beyond that of the undergraduate 
400-level course.  These additional 500-level requirements must include at least three of 
the following: 


A. Course Requirements for Graduate/Undergraduate Courses 
Graduate course requirements must go beyond those of the undergraduate courses and 
include at least three of the following: 


 
1. Advanced readings and/or critiques of current literature. 
2. Tests that require higher order thinking. 
3. Rigorous assignments such as a research papers and/or projects. 
4. Advanced research projects/activities. 
5. Additional academic experiences with the faculty member. 


 
B. V.   Syllabus Requirements for New Graduate/Undergraduate Courses 


When proposing a new course to Graduate Council where the course will/may be taught 
in conjunction with an undergraduate course, the syllabi for both the graduate course and 
the undergraduate course must be submitted, demonstrating the additional 
responsibilities for the graduate course..

For each major in a degree program, Coastal Carolina University assigns responsibility for 
program coordination, as well as for curriculum development and review, to persons 
academically qualified in the field. This policy outlines that assignment. Each academic College 
is led by an academic dean. This policy outlines how academic deans are chosen and appointed, 
the terms of appointment, and the responsibilities of academic deans. 
 
POLICY: 
 


I.  Policy 
 


A. The position of academic dean will be filled by an internal or external candidate. 
The scope of the search will be determined by the provost in consultation with the 
president. 


 
B. A vacancy in a dean’s position can also be filled by an interim dean while a 


search for a permanent dean is being conducted, as determined by the provost in 
consultation with the president.  


 
C. The selection of academic dean will be accomplished through input provided to 


the provost by the faculty and the administration. Faculty participation in the 
selection is  restricted to permanent, full-time department members who hold 
continuing appointments as assistant professor, associate professor or professor 
and who have not been officially notified of nonreappointment or of a final, 
unfavorable decision on tenure.   


 
D. An academic dean must have a terminal degree in a teaching discipline for one of 


the fields represented within the college. 
 
 


II. Terms of appointment 
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A. The initial term of appointment is determined by the provost in consultation with 
the president. 


 
B. The appointment may be terminated at any time by the provost in consultation 


with the president. 
 


C. If approved by the board of trustees, tTypically the appointment includes tenure 
as a faculty member, if approved by the Board of Trustees. Tenure does not apply 
to the appointment as academic dean.

POLICY: 
 


I.  Policy 
 


A. The position of University Librarian will be filled by an internal or external 
candidate. The scope of the search will be determined by the Pprovost in 
consultation with the Ppresident. 


 
B. A vacancy in the University librarian position can also be filled by an Interim 


University Librarian while a search for a permanent University Librarian is being 
conducted, as determined by the provost in consultation with the president.  


 
C. The selection of candidate will be accomplished through input provided to the 


Provost by the faculty, librarians and the administration.  Faculty and librarians’ 
participation in the selection is restricted to permanent, full-time department 
members who hold continuing appointments as Aassistant Llibrarian, Aassociate 
Llibrarian, or Ffull Llibrarian and  who have not been officially notified of non-
reappointment or of a final, unfavorable decision on tenure.   


 
D. A tTerminal degree in MLS Library Studies or a closely related degree is 


required. 
 
 


II. Terms of Appointment 
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A. The initial term of appointment is determined by the provost in consultation with 
the President. 


 
B. The appointment may be terminated at any time by the provost in consultation

To maintain high academic standards in a liberal arts environment, the Core Curriculum may be 
modified from time to time. Modifications to the core Core curriculum Curriculum must include 
justification and rationale based on University and institutional resources and mission along with 
the needs of students. 
 
POLICY: 
 
I. POLICY  
  
 Modifications to the core curriculum must be based on demonstrated need and a coherent 
 rationale based on University and institutional resources and mission along with the needs of 
 students.  Modifications to the core curriculum must be approved by the Core Curriculum 
 Committee, the Academic Affairs Committee, Faculty Senate and the Provost, as below.  
 
 A.  A proposal to change the core curriculum can be initiated at the department, college, or 
  university level.  The proposal must include a coherent rationale and be based on   
  demonstrated need using assessment data or other information.  Modification proposals 
  must include student learning outcomes and their assessment, and course syllabi, where 
  appropriate.  Modifications that include new courses must also seek approval of the new 
  courses as per current Academic Affairs Committee policy; see the Academic Affairs 
  Committee website (https://www.coastal.edu/forms/provost/academic/ ).  
 
 B. The Curriculum Committee(s) for the College or Colleges either initiating the proposal 
  or that will be impacted by the modification must review and approve the proposal.  The 
  initiating party is responsible for submitting the proposal, along with documentation of 
  review and approval from the College Curriculum Committee(s), to the Core   
  Curriculum Committee chair. 
 
 C.    The Core Curriculum Committee reviews and approves the proposal.  Any    
  modifications must include student learning outcomes and their assessment.  The Core 
  Curriculum Committee chair also confirms that any new courses that are associated

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  with the modifications are also reviewed and approved. The unit or party initiating the 
  proposal must send a representative who is able to answer questions to the Core   
  Curriculum Committee meeting to answer questions concerning the modifications. If 
  there is no representative present, the item will be removed from the agenda and taken 
  up at the following meeting. The representative will be responsible for briefing the  
  initiating unit or party of any revisions or changes needed to the proposal. Such   
  revisions are due 14 days after the Core Curriculum Committee meeting.  The initiating 
  party forwards the proposal to the Academic Affairs Committee.    
 
 D.   The Academic Affairs Committee reviews and approves the proposal.  The unit or party 
  generating the proposal must send a representative who is able to answer questions to 
  the Academic Affairs Committee meeting to answer questions concerning the   
  modifications. If there is no representative present, the item will be removed from the 
  agenda and taken up at the following meeting. The representative will be responsible for 
  briefing the initiating party of any revisions or changes needed to the proposal.  Such 
  revisions are due 14 days after the Academic Affairs Committee meeting.     
  Modifications that are approved by the Academic Affairs Committee are forwarded to 
  the Chair of Faculty Senate for review and approval.

Using the action entitled “Proposal for 
changes in, restoration of, or removal of an undergraduate course” or use “Proposal for a 
new undergraduate course” (accessed through the Academic Affairs Committee website 
https://www.coastal.edu/forms/provost/academic/ ), rationale for the new course or 
course modification(s) must be listed.  Any additional equipment, space, faculty or funds 
needed to initiate the course must be noted on the form.

Students enrolled in undergraduate and graduate courses are given the opportunity to evaluate 
the teaching of the course.  
 
POLICY: 
 
I. POLICY  
   
 Near the end of each academic semester, each student enrolled in a course with six or more 
 students must be given the opportunity to complete an evaluation of the course and 
 instructor for the purpose of providing data for review of teaching performance. 
 
II.  PROCEDURES 
 


A.  The university will maintain a questionnaire for students’ evaluation of teaching. Each 
college and distance learning course will have the ability to add additional questions as 
long as these questions use the same rating scale as the university questionnaire. The  
questionnaire will be distributed to all students in each class section with six or more  
students.  This questionnaire will not be automatically distributed to class sections with 
fewer than six students.  Specific courses may be exempted from evaluation with the  
permission of the appropriate Dean. Instructors who wish to receive student evaluations 
for classes with fewer than six students may request them and they must inform students 
that such evaluation is optional. 


 
 B. The questionnaires will be made available to students online by the Office of   
  Institutional Research, Assessment and Analysis (IRAA). 
 
 C. If evaluations are to be completed during class time, the instructor may not be   
  present while students are completing evaluations.  
 


D.  The evaluation questionnaires will be made available to the students according to the 
following: 
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• For regular Fall and Spring semesters, evaluations will be available to students 14 
days prior to the first day of the final exams. 


• For courses during the Fall I, Fall II, Spring I, and Spring II semesters, evaluations 
will be available 7 days prior to the first day of the final exams. 


• For courses during the Maymester, Summer I, and Summer II semesters, evaluations 
will be available 7 days prior to the end date. 


• For any courses with end dates differing from the semester’s standard, evaluations 
will be available for 7 days prior to the end. 


 
  In the above, usage of the word “days” refers to calendar days. 
  


E. IRAA will tabulate numeric questionnaire results and compile the written comments, 
which will be delivered as written to the instructor of record being evaluated, their 
Department Chairs, and their Deans or the appropriate instructor supervisor. 


 
 F. Instructors of evaluated courses will receive all results from each  
  of their evaluated courses.  Results will not be distributed to faculty prior to submission 
  of students’ grades for the courses.  
 


G.  Students will not have access to their grades (official or not) until the teaching 
evaluation period has ended. 


 
H.  If a student has earned an FX grade prior to the close of evaluations (the appeals process 


was either waived or completed, and an FX grade has been assigned), they are unable to 
evaluate the course for which they received the FX.  


 
 


I. Evaluation results will may be used by Department Chairs and Deans in the assessment 
of individual teaching effectiveness.  TIf stated in the Faculty Manual, teaching 
evaluations are also a required component of promotion and tenure files. 


 
J.  Changes to the students’ evaluation of teaching questionnaire at the university level 


must be approved by Faculty Senate prior to being implemented. Changes to students’ 
evaluation of teaching questionnaires at the college level must be approved by the 
faculty in that college prior to being implemented. Changes to students’ evaluation of 
teaching questionnaires related to distance learning must be approved by the standing 
distance Distance learning Learning committeeCommittee prior to being implemented.

Official transcripts from all institutions of higher education attended where any graduate 
coursework was completed, regardless of whether a degree was conferred, must be secured 
in order to ensure that the individual is qualified to teach a specific discipline. Transcripts 
awarded from institutions outside the United States of America must include official 
credential translations, if necessary, and evaluations. 


 
POLICY: 


I. POLICY 
 


A. Department Level 
 


Official transcripts from all institutions of higher education attended where any 
graduate coursework was completed, regardless of whether a degree was 
conferred, must be secured in order to ensure that the individual is qualified to 
teach a specific discipline. If no graduate degree is conferred, all other official 
transcripts, including undergraduate transcripts, must be provided. The official 
transcript should be requested by individual faculty/candidate and sent to the 
dean’s office. The dean’s office will make two copies (front, back and envelope) 
of the official transcript; one copy is for the dean’s office, and one copy is for the 
department’s files. The dean’s office will send the original transcript to the Office 
of the Provost. If electronic official transcripts are received, a color copy is 
required in addition to the email received from the institution. 


 
B. Institutional Level 


 
It is the responsibility of the department chair to review the official 
transcripts to ensure that the individual is qualified to teach the course(s) 
assigned. The department chair or designee must complete the Certification 
of Credentials and Qualifications to document the individual’s qualifications.  
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C. Transcripts and/or Documents from-International Universities 
 


To ensure appropriate faculty qualifications of individuals who have earned 
degrees from educational institutions located outside of the United States of 
America, applicants are required to have their transcripts translated, if 
necessary, and evaluated by a recognized credential evaluation agency prior 
to the first day of employment. 


 
A. The prospective faculty member, at his/her expense, is responsible for 
securing a certified translation, if necessary, and an evaluation of the 
transcript and/or supporting documents, including but not limited to, 
diplomas, certificates and licensure. 
 
B. The prospective faculty member may choose from any of the 
organizations who are listed as either: 
  
 i. Current Members of the National Associated of Credential Evaluation 
Services (https://www.naces.org/members); or 
 
 ii. Current Endorsed Members of the Association of International

 Mission Statement 
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 The Russian and Eurasian Studies Minor is intended to augment students’ major field 
of study by exposing them to different perspectives than the viewpoints conventionally 
encountered in Western-focused disciplines, thereby enhancing their cross-cultural 
literacy. The geographic region of the minor occupies the historical, cultural, and 
economic crossroads between East and West, encompassing the peoples of Russia, 
Eastern Europe, the Balkans, the Caucasus, and Central Asia. It prepares students for 
careers in the US government, international business, media, and non-governmental 
organizations. It also sets up students to succeed in graduate programs in the field. 
The minor includes a wide variety of classes, allowing for a flexible course of study that 
broadens student understanding of East-West relations and cultures. In concert with 
their major field of study, students in the minor learn about the Russia and related 
regions through interdisciplinary coursework, language training, internships, and 
opportunities to study abroad.

Official SAT or ACT results submitted directly to Coastal Carolina University are required 
for the following international students: (1) an international student from a country approved 
for an English Proficiency exemption (see below for list); or (2) an international student who 
has attended a high school in an English Speaking Country approved for English Proficiency 
exemption for at least two years; or (3) an international student who attended a US high 
school for at least two years. 


(1) Freshman applicants who have earned a minimum 3.5 GPA may consult the Test 
Optional Admissions criteria referenced under “Freshman Admission.” Applying test 
optional does not guarantee admission.  


(2) Coastal Carolina University may make exceptions in admitting students who do not meet 
all of the prerequisites, limited to those individual cases in which the failure to meet one or 
more prerequisites is due to circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the student. If 
unit prerequisites are not met for reasons beyond the control of the student, both the student 
and the guidance counselor must provide to the Office of Admissions and Merit Awards at 
Coastal Carolina University a written explanation as to why the student failed to complete the 
courses.

Applicants who have attended post-secondary educational institutions, colleges or 
universities outside the United States are required to submit a professional credential 
evaluation of all postsecondary work completed including a course-by-course report, GPA 
calculation, and copies of original transcripts verified by credential evaluation service by an 
organization that is recognized by the U.S. Department of Education to conduct foreign 
credential evaluation and that is a member of NACES or AICE. These reports should be sent 







directly to the International Recruitment and Admissions at Coastal Carolina University.  
Detailed course descriptions from foreign colleges/universities must also be sent in English. 
Courses are evaluated in consultation with the dean of the college of the student’s major and 
with the dean of each course in review. 


Admission to the Global Achievement Program 


The Global Achievement Program was developed to support students who are working to 
complete English proficiency to advance their academic program. Subject to approval from 
SEVIS, international students International applicants who fall within certain limits below 
regular admission requirements can be admitted into one of two levels Introductory (TEAL 
level), which is full English Language Support consecutively with at least one credit hour of 
CCU coursework; or Intermediate (COASTAL Level), which is partial English Language 
Support consecutively with at least 3 and no more than 6 credit hours of CCU coursework. 
Students admitted to the TEAL level will begin ONLY in the fall semester. Students 
admitted to the COASTAL level can enroll for fall or spring.

International students who apply to complete their university degree completely online and 
those who do not anticipate taking coursework for their degree program on campus or 
elsewhere in the U.S. for at least twelve months after their admission will not be required to 
provide a Confidential Financial Statement as they will not be needing a visa to come to the 
United States of America. After being admitted to the University and prior to matriculating in 
any non-online courses, international students will need to provide the Confidential Financial 
Statement as part of the documentation required to obtain the institutionally generated 
support documents for applying for a visa to enable them to take such courses or participate 
in degree requirements located in the U.S. 


Health Insurance 


 International students attending Coastal Carolina University on student visas are required to 
purchase a health insurance plan meeting Coastal Carolina University requirements. Each 
student is required to provide proof of this plan each semester to the Center for Global 
Engagement, which is responsible for issuing visa-related documents. International students 







who do not provide proof of insurance before the time and date designated by the Center for 
Global Engagement each semester will be enrolled in an insurance plan meeting these 
requirements, with all charges for the plan being placed on their student account. 


Conditional Admission for International Students 


International applicants who otherwise meet all admissions standards for their respective 
program except for their English language requirement will be admitted conditionally for up 
to one year based on their completion of the noted requirements prior to enrolling in classes. 


 


Upon admission to a degree program and receipt of the Confidential Financial Statement, an 
I-20 will be issued by the Center for Global Engagement. This form must be presented at the 
American Consulate in the prospective student’s home country to apply for an F-1 student 
visa. International transfers currently studying on an F-1 visa at another college/university in 
the United States submit an “International Student Transfer Clearance Form” completed by 
the previously attended institution, to demonstrate that they are “in status” with the Bureau of 
Citizenship and Immigration Services before being eligible to transfer. The holders of tourist 
visas are not permitted to change status in the U.S. 


 


It is the University’s policy that all international students must provide evidence of 
satisfactory insurance coverage. Students who are unable to provide insurance from their 
home countries may purchase the University’s plan or select another of their choosing, 
provided the coverage obtained is adequate.

A. Department Level 
 


Official transcripts from all institutions of higher education attended where any 
graduate coursework was completed, regardless of whether a degree was 
conferred, must be secured in order to ensure that the individual is qualified to 
teach a specific discipline. If no graduate degree is conferred, all other official 
transcripts, including undergraduate transcripts, must be provided. The official 
transcript should be requested by individual faculty/candidate and sent to the 
dean’s office. The dean’s office will make two copies (front, back and envelope) 
of the official transcript; one copy is for the dean’s office, and one copy is for the 
department’s files. The dean’s office will send the original transcript to the Office 
of the Provost. If electronic official transcripts are received, a color copy is 
required in addition to the email received from the institution. 


 
It is the responsibility of the department chair to review the official 
transcripts to ensure that the individual is qualified to teach the course(s) 
assigned. 


 
B. Transcripts and/or Documents for Foreign Universities 


 
If a candidate’s transcripts come from a foreign university, note the following: 


1. Foreign transcripts must follow the policies set forth herein by 
Coastal Carolina University. All steps must be taken to ensure the 
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relevant foreign university coursework and/or degree have been 
earned by the individual being represented. 


2. The prospective faculty member, at his/her expense, is responsible for 
securing a certified translation, if necessary, and an evaluation of the 
transcript and/or supporting documents, including but not limited to, 
diplomas, certificates and licensure.
